Placed 6th in 13-14 year old male 200 Fly with a time of 
2:08.45 
Placed 7th in 13-14 year old male 100 Fly with a time of 
56.61 
 
Andrew Turner, 9 
Hometown: Flower Mound 
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Andy got personal best times in all 7 events that he swam. 
He finaled in the 50 Fly and took 7th. On  Saturday, he got 
his second TAGS time in the 100 . On Sunday, he got 7th 
place on for the 100 Fly  and 50 Free. Total of 36 points for 
the meet.  
 
Shelbi Ragsdale, 15 
Hometown: Argyle 
Shelbi won medals in 200 IM, 400 IM, 100 BR, & 100 FLY. 
This season she has achieved several Sectional cuts and is 
very near 3 more.  
 
Kiley Vandevier, 10 
Hometown: Flower Mound 
Kiley medaled in 8 events including 1st place in the 200 Free 
relay and the 200 medley relay, and a 2nd place finish in the 
individual 50 Fly.

Hometown: Flower Mound 
Sammie Jo "SQUEAKS" continued a great short course 
season, getting personal best times in 6 of 7 events, 

 in the finals in all 7. She placed 1st in the 100 free 
with a 1:01.13. She has state cuts in 11 individual events and 
looks forward to the State meet in March. Her team relays 
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took 1st place in the 200 free relay and the 200 medley 
relay.  
 
Jessie Heaukulani, 14 
Hometown: Highland Village 
Rileigh finaled in all her events. She finished 2nd in the 100 
back, 3rd in the 50 back, 6th in the 50 free, 8th in the 
100IM, 9th in the 200IM, 10th in the 50 breast, 11th in the 
50fly. She also swam the  leg of the 200 medley 
relay that placed second. She added three more TAGS cuts 
(200IM, 100IM and 50 fly) to her existing 12 year old cuts. 
She also got a 14 year old TAGS time in the 100 back with a 
time of 1:02.70 seconds.
